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1. NYC’s Comptroller is the investment adviser to the $100 Billion NYC pension fund.

2. Pension fund shortfalls must be made up by taxpayers.

3. Pensions currently losing in excess of 40% of their value.

4. New financial regulation rules coming from Washington will have to be mastered and implemented.

5. We need a Comptroller who has direct money management, legal, compliance and risk management experience.

6. Now is not the time for politics as usual.  The City can’t afford to bailout these pensions and the pensions can’t risk needing a City bailout when the City has no funds.
